Word Power:

Words of Wisdom to Teens:

Know why you do what you do and say what you mean not what you heard another person say. 5. Live on Purpose. This means have a purpose for what you say, how you dress and who you hang out with. Guard your company by hanging with those who are a positive influence on you and those who are going in the right direction in their life. 

       A. Don’t allow people to suck all the energy and joy out of you.

B. Don’t waste time with gossipers, back bitters and those with negative attitudes or a leader can easily turn into a follower of gloom.

C. Find a person who holds the position you hope to attain in the near future. Ask them how they got to their position and if they could give you some advise on what your focus and goals should be at this time in your life to take you their position. 6.  Know in what and whom you believe. You gain intimate knowledge with others by spending much time with them.
